pleasing head and eye, true front and carrying a decent body

mouth, he had the best front movement in the class, not showing his elbows or pinning in, his topline is 

good and well angulated quarters, colour and coat texture ok 

2 Lines-Barrett & Barrett’s Abiqua Wild In My Blue Jeans - a paler colour dog with a very stylised coat 

presentation which catches the eye, His head could be more wedge shaped without being so long, and 

on the move his side action looks good but not as accurate coming towards as the winner

outline, balance and breed type stands out. On the day not quite as mature as the winner but has so 

much to offer

1 Thoburn’s Northridge Wolf Bluff - this is a quality bitch and very typical, her outlook reminds you of 

the wheatens in yester year. well balanced, wedge shaped head, dark eye neat well placed ears. lovely 

neck and shoulders, scores in rib which is deep and developed, short coupled and tail set correct, well 

angulated quarters. Her coat is a clear colour and was hanging naturally. She is free moving, with good 

front action CC and BOB 

2 Keevasdream Purple Bliss For Spudler - pity this bitch met the winner as she hasmuch to like in 

outline and movement, not quite as mature looking as the winner.

expression, true front and decent ribs level topline shows well and moves with style

, well placed shoulders , deep in rib and well angulated quarters. coat a touch straight but of good length
